Please note that the patrol hour requirement was not enforced for the camps of Dec 07. 

The patrol hour requirement however will be enforced for the camps of Dec 08 onwards

Eligibility for participation in Inverloch SLSC December Bronze camp, Competition camp and the Luther Bronze camp or any other lifesaving camp
Participation = instructing, water safety, general helper duties or take part in competition camp.
All members wishing to participate in the Bronze and/or Luther camp, or in the competition camp must:

1) be proficient;

2) have completed the required patrol hour obligations; and

3) be a financial member of the ISLSC.

Proficiency

· To participate in any of the above Inverloch SLSC activities, all participants must have completed and passed the SLSA Requalification Proficiency test by the 31 December of the previous year to the camp.
· For example: to be eligible to participate in the 2008 December camps, participants must have requalified before the 31st of December 2007.
· For example: to be eligible for a hypothetical January 2009 camp, participants must have re-qualified before the 31st of December 2008
· Note – membership fees must be paid prior to requalification

· Members who obtained a new award in the season before participation in the camps, require no requalification. 

· For example: members who obtained new awards through the bronze camp or January bronze program in 2007/2008 season, require no requalification of these awards to be eligible for the 2008 December camps.

· Proficiency lasts from the 1st of January to the 31st of December, so these new award holders will still be proficient at the time of the camps.

Patrol Hour Obligations  

· Participation in any of the above Inverloch SLSC activities, requires participants to have patrolled 16 rostered hours in the patrol season prior to the activities.
· Participants must be on the patrol roster for their hours to count

· For example: Eligibility to participate in the 2008 December camps requires participants to have patrolled 16 rostered hours in the 2007/08 patrolling season. (must be on 2007/08 roster)
· Logged patrol swaps are considered rostered
· Members who have been called upon to help fill a patrol that is struggling for numbers, may count these hours towards meeting the patrol hour requirement 

· For these hours to count these members must be on the current patrol roster for that season

· Members who obtained a ‘new award’ (bronze or SRC) during the previous season through the:
· Bronze camp / Luther camp
· Need to have patrolled 16 hours in the previous season to be eligible for the next seasons camps
· For example: to be eligible to participate in the 2008 December camps, participants of the Dec 2007 bronze/Luther camp must have patrolled 16 hours in the 2007/08 season.
· January Bronze program
· Have an 8 hour patrol requirement.
· For example: candidates of the 2008 January bronze program must have patrolled 8 rostered hours to be eligible to help at the 2008 December camps.
Note:  A new award is considered to be either a Surf Rescue Certificate or a Bronze Medallion. If a member has obtained a Surf Rescue Certificate the previous season and gains a Bronze Medallion in the new season, they are not considered to be a “New Award” holder and must complete the required 16 hours of patrol in the previous season. 

· Water Safety Hours
Water Safety for Nipper activities can contribute to the number of patrol hours required to participate in the camps with the following conditions:

· Hours must have taken place in the previous season.

· For example: hours contributing to eligibility for the 2008 December camps must have taken place in the 07/08 season.

· Only 50% of water safety hours completed at any one activity can contribute to the total number of required patrol hours.

· For example: If an existing award holder (who requires 16 patrol hours to compete) completes 6 hours of water safety at one Nipper Carnival, only 3 hours can be considered towards the total 16 hours.

· Only 50% of the total number of patrol hours required to compete can be completed from Nipper water safety.

· For example: If an existing award holder (who requires 16 patrol hours to compete) has accumulated 20 hours from water safety at Nipper activities, only 8 hours contribute to the require 16 hours.

Note:     a) To claim patrol hours via Nipper Water Safety, a Patrol needs to be set up and duly recorded and signed off by an executive committee member of the club in the Patrol Log Book.

b) Therefore, these water safety hours can only be accumulated for participation purposes on the beach/at the club that the participant (who is completing the

water safety) is a member of.

Financial Member of the Inverloch SLSC

· In addition to camp fees membership fees must be paid prior to participation in any of the camps.
· Any member who has not paid their membership fees by the 31st of December will not be eligible for that season’s camps. 
· Membership (insurance) expires the day after the AGM in July, so members must re-new their membership before they participate in any club activity after this date. 
Exemptions in special circumstances can only be made upon written request at the discretion of the competition managers, club captain, club president and chief instructor. 

Note no exemption can be gained for criteria regarding membership of Inverloch SLSC or proficiency.
