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2007 Australian Surf Life Saving Titles

After 14 years of the Titles being held at Kurawa Beach on the Gold Coast Queensland, it was
pack your bags and off to Scarborough Beach Perth Western Australia for the next three years. After being
spoilt in Queensland for so many years there was much negativity about moving the titles to Perth by some
competitors, Officials and supporters, but it turned out to be a fantastic event. The numbers from last year
were down from ten thousand competitors to six and a half thousand, and along with this, the number of
supporters that travel with the competitors were also down, but looking from the beach along the walk way
that runs along Scarborough Beach the amount of spectators was certainly greater than has been seen in
Queensland for such a long time. And unless you were aware of these figures one would not have been any
the wiser for it. One of the highlights of the titles were the finals of the Beach Flags that were held in a am-
phitheatre situated on the edge of the beach and walk way.( Four and a half million dollars had been spent
on re developing the whole beach area ready for the titles.) A crowd estimated to be between four and a
half thousand and five thousand were seated and standing there. As one of the Officials working in that
area, we gave it the name of the Colosseum as it had a feeling of the Christians competing in front of all of
the Romans. The announcers were calling it the “Sand Pit”, but it was far from being a Sand Pit with some
very hard and close finals being contested. All but one day of the competition in the water saw moderate to
flat Surf, but these conditions did not distract from the best racing and finishes that has been seen for many
years.

Another highlight was the dawn Ecumenical Service. As the sun came up from behind the
beach and lit up the Indian Ocean, IRB’s brought pennant bearers from all the States and Territories from
around Australia into the beach where members of the armed forces raised the Australian, World Life Sav-
ing and Surf Life Saving Flags. The Governor General of Australia was in attendance, along with Margaret
Court AO, as guest Chaplin / Speaker. A dedication to all those that had lost there lives over the past 100
years while on Life Saving Duties was carried out. And the New Surf Life Saving Bible that has just been
produced by the Life Saving Chaplaincy was handed out to everyone in attendance. The Service that morn-
ing was another moment in my 44 years of Life Saving that made me proud to be part of such a great or-
ganization.

Another thing that made me proud was to look up in to the crowd and see members of In-
verloch there, Hilary Hughes and Renee Schultz, two of our future leaders of the club, were there soaking
up the atmosphere of the titles. Along with Hilary and Renee were Tim Barbour President of Waratah
Beach and his wife Sue and his son Ashley and daughter Courtney. Waratah Beach will be fitted out with
some fantastic club gear next season as Sue spent a great deal of time buying up new clothing and meeting
with members of other clubs and gaining ideas from them re new club attire. While this was happening
Tim and Ashley were busy buying up second hand boards to take back to the club. This is what the Austra-
lian Titles is all about; it is a place where you get to meet Life Savers from Darwin to Hobart and even
overseas Life Savers. You talk and exchange ideas that you can take back to your club and thus build a
great club.

With Surf Life Saving and the Australian Government celebrating “2007 Year of the Surf
Life Saver” the focus was very much around recognition awards to clubs and Officials. | was honoured to
be one of the recipients of one such award. In front of 350 Officials on the Saturday night I was one of five
Officials to be awarded a “Long Service Certificate” much to my unexpected surprise | was awarded a “35
Years Service Certificate”. It was pointed out that | have been working as an Official at Carnivals for Surf
Life Saving Australia for 37 years, my how time flies when you are having fun. I was not the only one from
our district to be given an award. Our neighbour in Woolamai Beach won the “Surf Club of the Year” and
it was great to be there to see President Michelle pick up the award, maybe in time Inverloch may be in
that position, that would be fantastic if we could achieve that.

The success for this years titles will not be fully known until they see how many return next year,
but I know for sure | will be returning and I hope also to see more Inverloch shirts in the crowd, even per-
haps some competitors with Inverloch colours on the beach. Next year the titles are from the 1%to 6th April
and they fall in the Victorian School holidays, so “ Team Inverloch” put those dates down and start plan-
ning to be at one of the largest sporting events in the world.
